EXPLORING
THE LAND OF CHURCHES 

IN NAM DINH
For many Vietnamese catholics, Nam Dinh province is regarded as a Holy Land. That’s because it is home to 

an abundance of beautiful churches, some of the most beautiful in Vietnam. It is not common in Vietnam that 

you might see one church so close to another (sometimes just 20 meters apart).

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Each church in Nam Dinh has its own 
unique design. As you would expect most 
of them are inspired by Western Gothic 
architecture and feature distinctive arches. 
Walking around the premises of these 
churches, you might imagine you be in a 
western country where churches are more 
common.

splendid churches, Nam Dinh has in recent 
years become a destination for tourists, 
who wish to explore this architectural 
heritage. 

During my last trip with some friends, 
I also visited many churches in Nam Dinh. 
One of the most famous churches with 
incredible French architecture is Bui Chu 
church which is more than a hundred 
years old. I also loved Do Church in Hai 
Ly - Hai Hau, which is covered with moss, 
and stands as a relic of the time facing the 
sea. There is also Phu Nhai Church in Xuan 
Phuong commune, Xuan Truong district. 

However, every time I have had the 
opportunity to return to Nam Dinh, I am 
still amazed by the random, less-famous 
churches on the side of the road that I 
suddenly pass by.

During a chilly season in the North 

of Vietnam, my son - an architect with a 
great passion for photography - agreed 
when I suggested we take a trip together 
to Nam Dinh. My friend, who was born 
and raised in Nam Dinh, had volunteered 
to act as our guide and drive me and my 
son in his car on this special trip to this holy 
land. The weather on that day happened 
to be a little cool but the land was bathed 
in a wonderful golden sunlight. We were 
already excited to see what perfect photos 
we would be able to take.

The story of a priest
On the way to Nam Dinh, I recalled 

the last conversation I'd had with Father 
Phung - a priest at Khoai Dong church in 
Nam Dinh city - when I’d been visiting 
some of the statues in various churches.

Father Phung has bright eyes, and 
a warm, gentle voice, and is about 30 
years old. He happily welcomed me when 

was confused, not knowing how to call 
him properly, he quickly greeted me as 
an older woman. From his very humble 
way of addressing me, our conversation 
seemed to be more informal and open 
than I had expected. I was also impressed 

by his extensive knowledge in many 

new technological materials. 
From openly sharing his expertise, I 

learned that in order to become a priest, 
one has to spend a long time studying, 
practicing self-discipline, and overcoming 
challenges. If you are a fresh graduate, 
you will have to study for about four years; 

you have to spend eight years studying 
and training at the seminary. 

A priest will have to study theology, 
carefully study the Bible, learn all about 
the the Church's teachings and acquire 
many more skills to become a priest. A 
priest who wants to live up to his identity, 

be wise, kind and Christian. As training for 
the priesthood is both long and arduous, 
not many young people dare to follow this 
religious path. Even though there are more 
than 100 parishes in Nam Dinh, there are 
not as many priests these days.  

Mr. Phung has faced many challenges in 
a number of churches, not just in Vietnam. 

in Thailand and Malaysia as well as in Lam 
Dong province (in Vietnam). Following

In addition to possessing a profound 
knowledge, each priest must also be 
virtuous, compassionate and absolutely

New discoveries
On my latest trip with my son 

Thanh Parish Church located in Hai Van 
commune, Hai Hau district. On a previous 
business trip, I'd passed by this church. 
Observed from the street, I can only see 
the top of the church, but I had guessed it 
is very beautiful when seen close up. Sure 
enough, the church is much nicer than I 
expected.

The church was reconstructed from 
2002 to 2008. Although 12 years have 
passed since then, the church just looks 
like it has just been built. To keep a 
church in such good condition requires 
the dedicated care of the parishioners. 
The very large courtyard in front is a nice 
vantage point for us to stand and take a 
photo of the entire church, its facade as 
well as both sides which feature a number 
of beautiful Saints’ statues.

We were fortunate to visit the church 
just as a celebration seemed to be 
underway. Mass had just ended and the 
very friendly parishioners invited me and 
my son into the chapel and allowed us to 
take pictures. They even turned on all the 
lights to make sure we had enough light 
to take some beautiful photos, so we were 
very grateful. 

Our next destination is Hung Nghia 
Church located in Hai Hung commune, 
Hai Hau district, about 30km from the 
city. I had heard that this is one of the 
most beautiful churches in Nam Dinh 
and we’re not disappointed. I had already 
seen images on the internet, but when 
I am able to see it with my own eyes, I 
am still overwhelmed by the splendid 

Seen from the 
outside, the church exudes a splendid and 
captivating beauty with its gray color.

According to historians, Hung Nghia 
Shrine was built in 1927 and followed the 
style-Gothic architecture of France and 
Spain. However, over time the shrine has 
deteriorated seriously, so in 2000, Hung 
Nghia parish started to restore, repair 
and, after just seven years, the shrine had 
been renovated. Despite being ‘dressed 

has still retained its ancient beauty and it 
is still called “The Frozen Shrine” by local 
parishioners.

The closer you stand to observe the 
church, the more clearly you will see 
the shrine is an extremely elaborate and 
monumental structure. The front of the 
shrine is built according to the structure of 
the Western church with two tall towers 
on both sides; in the middle is the main 
entrance to the cathedral and above there 
are memorials in honour of Our Lady of La 
Vang and Scared heart of Jesus. Inside the 
main hall is a larger and open space and 
can receive the natural light of the sun.

This "frozen shrine" is also a popular 
“check-in” place for couples taking 
wedding photos. When we arrived there 
were indeed a few couples posing for 
photos. I imagine if they did not specify 
the check-in address, perhaps their friends 
would believe that they were on their 
honeymoon in Europe.

After departing from the legendary 
"frozen shrine", we traveled a long 
distance to reach Phuong Chinh Parish in 
Hai Trieu commune, Hai Hau district. 

According to historical records, the 
church was built in 1995 and completed 
in 1998. Phuong Chinh Parish Church is 
outstanding with its "Indochina Roccoco" 
style that combines Roman, Gothic and 

As the church was built on alluvial soil, the 
parishioners had to remove mud up to 3m 
deep, and build 15,000 stable bamboo 
piles, before laying concrete to build the 
church’s foundation. On May 15, 2008, 
Bishop Joseph Hoang Van Tiem signed the 
title of promotion for Phuong Chinh parish 
church to one of holy churches in the 
diocese to pay homage to St. Peter and St. 
Paul.

According to parishioners here, 
Phuong Chinh Church is one of the most 
beautiful and special churches of Hai Hau 
in particular and Nam Dinh in general, 
because it not only has the architectural 
combination of several continents but also 
because the Catholics here always attend 
Mass dressed up very nicely as if they’re

attending a large festival. 
From observing many churches, 

unique features that other churches don’t 
have. For example, the wrought iron 
railings with are painted in a light blue 
color which is the same color tone as the 
upper windows of the church. You can 
freely take photos all around the church. 
And admire the structure’s dark gray hue, 
which, if the weather is clear, stands out 
against the blue sky. This is also an ideal 
place for brides in their pristine white 
wedding dresses to pose for photos.

On our trip, time went by so quickly. As 
the sun began to fade, we rushed back to 
Nam Dinh city to go to Nam Dinh Cathedral 
and Khoai Dong Church to see Mr. Phung 
again.

We returned as a service was in 
progress. The carpark was full outside 
the church. We had really wanted to go 
inside the church but it was too full so we 
wandered around outside taking photos. 

Nam Dinh Cathedral was built in 1895. 
It has a simple design that still exudes 
a great sense of wonder. Although the 
scale of the church is not large, it always 
has a majestic appearance in my eyes. 
The main facade of the church looks 
toward Tran Hung Dao street. There is 

a monument to Our Lady of Mary. This is 
a venue for major holidays in Nam Dinh 
and it is considered to be the center of 
Christianity for local catholics. Although 

and splendid as some churches in Hai Hau, 

it is an ancient church with a rich history.
Our last destination was Khoai Dong 

church. Along with Dalat Cathedral, this 
one of only two churches in Vietnam to 
worship Saint Nicolas (for those who don’t 
know Saint Nicolas is the original Santa 
Claus).

The church was built in 1934 on an area 
of 5,800sqm. It is an outstanding example 
of Gothic architecture, featuring curved 
domes that are supported with a system 
of curved cement beams. On the walls 
are pillars with ornate statues of various 
saints including St. Patrick, St. Peter, and 
St. Joseph. 

Over 85 years old, Khoai Dong Church 
is still a majestic sight located on a quiet 
and graceful plot of land on the banks of 
the romantic Vi Xuyen lake. The image of 
the church and its serene surroundings 
has a huge symbolic place in the hearts 
of generations of Nam Dinh's people. It is 
also considered to be a symbol of Thanh 
Nam Old Quarter. 

It was already dark when we entered 
the church courtyard. After taking some 
photos in the yard and in the church, I went 

The security guard told me that Mr. Phung 
had returned to Lam Dong to continue his 
studies and no longer worked there.

I got on the bus to go back to Hanoi, 
feeling a little bit regretful that I could not 
meet Mr. Phung to hear more of his very 
meaningful and interesting stories and 
thoughts on life and religion. I told myself, 
I have more reasons to return to this place 
soon!

Soon I was surrounded 
by mountains and the closer I got to 
Hang Kia valley, the more beautiful the 
scenery became. 

Historic trades
About 300 years ago, H’Mong people 

started to move into Vietnam from 
China to escape the persecutions of 
various Chinese feudal dynasties. That’s 
why today you can see many H’Mong 
people along the border of Vietnam and 
China, in places such as Ha Giang, Lao 
Cai and Son La.  

H’Mong people can be divided 
into four groups: H’Mong Hoa, H’Mong 
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Den, H’Mong Xanh and H’Mong Trang, 
although they all have the same root 
language and culture. 

Most H’Mong people in the Hang Kia 
Valley are H’Mong Hoa and I was quite 
surprised to learn that many years ago, 
they people in the valley used to grow 
poppy for the opium trade. According 
to Mr. Nha, the owner of my homestay, 
Hang Kia is surrounded by mountains 
with a median height of about 1,200m 
above sea level. The weather is 
moderate all year round; Hang Kia is 
also quite foggy and cloudy. Apparently, 
all of that fog and temperate weather 
is ideal for poppy so that this plant 

Moreover, Hang Kia is near the 
Vietnam - Laos border. Despite living 
in a remote and hard-to-access area, 
local people could earn good money 
from the growing and poppies. But that 
was all a long time ago. When you visit 
Hang Kia now, you can see a large area 
which once would have been dedicated 
to poppy now dedicated to raising plum 
trees and peach trees.  

Into the heart of the country 
It’s no exaggeration to describe 

Hang Kia Valley as a forgotten paradise 
in the northwest of Vietnam. It is rarely 
visited, even by intrepid travellers, and 
I have never seen it mentioned in travel 
features, compared to places such as Ha 
Giang, Mai Chau, or Pu Luong. 

When you visit Hang Kia, every 
morning, you will rise to see an 

of the hamlets. You will feel as if you 
living in the clouds! All of the din of the 
city will feel far, far away. All you will 
hear is the sound of the wind, a rooster 
crowing at the break of dawn, children 
laughing as they play. 

It’s very picturesque, too. The rustic 
houses all sit in front of plum branches 
and peach branches. When I wander 
around the hamlet, I felt like I was an 
alien from another planet! Many locals 
were surprised to see an outsider, and 
simply not used to talking with one, so 
when we spoke (using Vietnamese), 
we couldn't understand each other’s 
meaning. 

paradise” began earlier than planned 
with a ‘cock-a-doodle-doo’ from a 
neighbor at 5a.m! Before I had time to 
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get angry with this early rising rooster, 
I realized that it was 8 degree Celsius. I 
knew that it would be a shame if passed 
on this opportunity to view the "sea of 

valley at that moment. 
I had heard of a "Love Bridge" and 

even some swings which had been built 
in the best spot for viewing clouds so I 

However, once I leave the hamlet, 

I realized that it was so foggy, I could 
not see the sea of clouds. There was 
also too little sun-light. According to Mr. 
Nha, if there is very little dew left on 
the surface from the previous night, the 
"sea of clouds" will not appear the next 
morning. Despite my disappointment, 
I appreciated the wisdom of Mr. Nha, 
a wisdom which can only be gained 
by observing nature over many, many 
years, and I thanked him for the insight.

After that I decided to ride my 
motorbike to Thung Mai Village, hoping 

compensate for the lack of clouds that 
morning. I was amazed to see how the 
scenery changed as I rode through an 
enchanting forest of ancient trees’ in the 
Hang Kia Natural Reserve National Park 
which led me to the road to get to Thung 
Mai Village.  

After admiring the natural wonder all 
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around me, I returned to Hang Kia. When 
I got to a small bend, before entering 
the village, I saw the sun-light coming 
through tree branches and mingling 
with the early morning fog to create a 
beautiful scene. 

I could hear the sounds of someone 
sweeping a yard and children playing 
in a house nearby and at that moment, 
I was reminded vividly of my own 
childhood when I still lived in a small 
wooden house. Happy memories came 

Afterwards, I rode to a H’Mong Hoa 
Village in Hang Kia Valley. I stopped 

ready to discover this village with my 
camera. 

This charming village is nestled in 
amongst small and large mountains. 
Whenever the sun goes up, sunlight 

arrived the early morning fog was still 

the village was waiting for the sun-light 
to warm up everything. When the sun 
arrived, a small crowd of local people, 
including young and old, gathered 

together to chitchat with the sunshine. It 
was a peaceful and poetic scene. 

H’Mong houses in this area typical 
feature pyramid-shaped roofs. The roofs’ 
‘feet’ go lower than the main doors of 
houses, so when people want to come in 
or go out, they must stoop. But this design 
is crucial for the harsh climate as it helps 
the dew slide down faster and reduces 
the wind blowing into the houses. 

Wandering around the village, I could 
see many H’Mong ladies seating beside 
burning coals to stay warm in the biting 
cold while embroidering traditional 
brocade fabrics. I tried to communicate 
with them but they did not talk much, 
probably because they so rarely speak in 
Vietnamese and perhaps because they 
are not used to talking to outsiders. 

From my observations, I believe 
this work provides their main income. 
Everywhere I looked, I saw women 
embroidering, from the morning until 
the evening. The bulk of the products 
are then sold to traders. I contented 
myself with simply watching them 
embroidering the fabrics, noting the 
intricate details, before budding them 
farewell.

Nearby, I saw a group of children. 

happily playing together. Seeing their 
lovely smiles made me want to have a 
picture with them. Once again, I could 
not communicate with them, so I had to 
use “body language” to communicate! 
I gave them some sweets that I had 
brought with me but they were afraid to 

try something new and unfamiliar. 
I realised that nobody was used 

to having a stranger around. I did not 
want to try too hard and make them 
uncomfortable so I simply smiled and 
continued my explorations of nature.

Intermingling with the houses in the 

sight. The blossoms appeared to be 
bigger and more beautiful than others 
I have observed. I noted that locals do 
not sell the plum blossom branches as 
people do in other places which are 
more accustomed to tourists. That is 
a good thing in terms of getting to 
appreciate the beautiful landscapes in a 
very authentic and peaceful way. There 

best angles for a photo. I could wander 
freely with my camera and admire the 
blossoms. I did see that it’s possible 
to hire some H’Mong clothes from a 
homestay for those that want to make 
some fun photos.

But I am content just to enjoy the 
poetic landscapes and natural beauty. 
Hang Kia Valley is truly a "forgotten 
paradise" and I imagine some tourists 

no shops, no entertainments or trendy 
cafes! But for me such a place is heaven. I 
love to escape the city and discover pure, 
unadulterated landscapes that have not 
been impacted by human developments 
and mass tourism. If you do, too, well 
then you should plan a trip to discover 
this “forgotten paradise” soon! 
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After a stretch of cold winter days, when the weather starts to warm up again, the 
plum gardens of Moc Chau begin to bloom. Then, on a sunny day in early spring, 

the whole Moc Chau plateau will suddenly be transformed with a thick covering of 
pristine white colored plum blossoms.

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It’s a poetic and charming springtime 

clusters, the fragile petals embracing 
yellow pistil. The petals are so fragile 
that even a strong wind can blow them 
into the air. Traditionally, the beauty of 
plum blossoms has been compared to the 
beauty of a young woman - pure, virginal, 

When a morning fog descends and 
covers the plateau, the white plum 
blossoms bring a wild but radiant beauty 
to the entire landscape. By the time the 

stretch across the plateau, the pristine 
white plum blossoms’s beauty and vitality 
burst out, complimenting the blue sky 
above, and the northwestern mountains 
and forests all around.

At this magical time of year, soon 
the whole valley of Na Ka in Moc Chau 
will be changing into its "spring clothes".

plum blossoms in Phieng Canh village 
in Tan Lap commune, Pa Khen in Nong 
Truong town and Mu Nau valley by Moc 
Chau town. 

About 5km from the center of Moc 
Chau town, Mu Nau valley is also a 
destination you should not miss as there 
are hundreds of perennial plum trees 
whose petals here seem even thicker 
and more beautiful than plum trees in 
other places. Mu Nau plum valley feels 
like the spiritual heart of Moc Chau with 
200ha of primeval forest. There you will 

apricot trees, and many other ancient 
trees, all of which combine to create a 
deeply poetic atmosphere.

Visiting Moc Chau on a beautiful 
spring day, riding away from the village, 

sides of the national highway run down 
into deep gorges. Wherever you are, you 
will be immersed not just in the poetic 
colors all around you but also the fragrant 
scents that waft out of the plum and 
apricot blossoms!

Coming to Moc Chau during the 
plum blossom season, besides admiring 
the lyrical and poetic scenery, you will 
also have a wonderful opportunity 
to experience the springtime and Tet 
traditions of Mong people.

Mong people celebrate their own 
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New Year following the H'Mong calendar, 
rather than the Lunar New Year calendar 
of the Kinh people. You can participate in 
traditional games and activities, such as 
trying your hand at spinning tops, playing 
ném pao (a kind of ball sport), watching 
the "umbrella dance" and hearing people 
play the khèn (pan-pipes).

I promise that you will be smitten in 
this charming land with its abundance of 
white colored plum blossoms and pink 
coloured peach blossoms, which are also 

worn by H'Mong women, who also adorn 
their dresses with silver coins that tinkle 
as they walk around on spring days.

If you are a fan of photography, you 
will want to glue your feet to the ground 
of the plum forest. In the midst of a forest 

you wear, you will stand out! However, if 
you do want to get "into character" and 
match your surroundings, there is also an 
ethnic clothing rental service, from which 
you (or your travelling companion) can 
rent an ethnic costume. 

Entrance to the plum gardens costs 
just VND20,000 dong/person. With its 
enchanting beauty in springtime, plum 
blossoms attract a huge number of 

tourists. In 2018, in the Mu Nau valley, 
there was a “check-in fever” as many 
young travellers came here to capture 
the scenes on their cameras and phones.

So if you want to see the plum and 
apricot blossoms of Moc Chau with your 
own eyes, now is the time to pack your 
bags and go! The plum trees will blossom 
for two to three weeks, which gives you a 
good window of opportunity. 

In addition to the plum blossoms, 

considered to be the symbols of Moc Chau, 
there are also brilliant mustard gardens 
and green tea hills, which are also great 
places for visitors to take photos.

tree that’s an iconic village gate

The unique village gate of Tran Phu, Tan 
Hung commune, Tien Lu, Hung Yen is made 
up by the roots of an old banyan tree that 
is about 500 years old. Branches and roots 
of the banyan tree emerged out of the 
ground, rise up to the sky, then suddenly 
wrapped tightly together, creating a gap 
below like a village gate.

Located about 60km from Hanoi, this 
is an interesting place for young people 
who love nature. Here you can immerse 
yourself in the cool natural atmosphere of 
the village. There have been many people 
visiting the “old man” to capture beautiful 
images.

l Ganh Da Dia recognised as unique 
national relic site

Located approximately 30km from Tuy 
Hoa town, visitors are able to reach Ganh 
Da Dia by driving or riding a motorbike. 
Featuring a rocky plate reef of 50 metres 
wide, and over 200 metres long, Ganh Da 
Dia is a collection of many large rocks that 
evenly rise up in pentagonal shapes. The 
site was formed by a volcanic eruption 
millions of years ago.

According to scientists, at that time lava 
erupted from the crater and met with the 
sea water and froze. At the same time 
there was a stress phenomenon that 
caused the cracking of the entire lava mass 
vertically, obliquely or horizontally, creating 
the uniquely shaped rocks today.

l The salt-making craft of Bac Lieu 
province in the Mekong Delta

Salt produced in Bac Lieu is known 
for its strong and unique taste due to 
the low content of magnesium, calcium 

and sulphate. The production process 
was formed and passed down by many 
generations of farmers and to this day, 
the basic techniques are still maintained, 
together with the assistance of modern 
machinery that has improved productivity.

The salt-making craft of the Mekong 
Delta province of Bac Lieu has been 
recognised as a national intangible cultural 
heritage. The provincial Department of 
Culture, Sports and Tourism will provide 
instructions on building tourism products 
featuring salt-making experiences as 
well as creating souvenirs and medicinal 
products out of the salt. 

In coordination with the People’s 
Committee of Dong Hay district, the 
department will also hold an annual salt 
festival to attract tourists to the region.

l Three Asian countries with the 
most powerful Passports 2021

The Henley Passport Index has come out 
with the list of the world's most powerful 
passports for the year 2021. The Land 
of the Rising Sun emerged as the top-
ranked nation for the third consecutive 
year after its passport holders secured 
visa-free entry into 191 countries around 
the world.

l The oldest and biggest unique 1,000 
year-old Da Huong tree in Bac Giang

Da Huong tree in Giua village, Tien Luc 
commune, Lang Giang district, Bac Giang 
province has a height of 36m. The largest 

perimeter of its trunk is 17.04cm.
After many accidents and biological 

changes, current trunk is hollow in the 
middle. This hole can contain about 10 
children playing inside.

Da Huong tree is located right behind 
Vien Son temple, creating a majestic and 
ancient sense of wonder at the temple. It 
has been immortalized in many old books, 
such as the Bach khoa Larousse dictionary 
and its picture was one exhibited at 
Marseille Fair in 1932. According to the 
local people, in the period of King Le Canh 
Huong (1740 – 1786),  the Da Huong tree 
was bestowed the title of “Quoc chua 
do moc Da Dai Vuong” (King of Camphor 
Trees). In 2012 it was recognized as a 
national heritage by the government.

l Con Dao Island - A tropical 
paradise with a terrible past

The famous New York Times (USA) 
recently announced a list 52 Places to Love 
in 2021, in which Vietnam’s Con Dao (Ba 
Ria - Vung Tau province) was present via 
votes from readers. Located about 179km 
from Vung Tau, the island archipelago of 
Con Dao covers a total area of 72,71sq.k 
and features many islands. Con Dao is the 
name of the largest island. It’s 51.52sqkm 
wide with nearly 10,000 inhabitants.
